Ancillary equipment
 and associated equipment:  compressors, pumps, piping, pneumatic controllers, inlet separators, gas-water/condensate/oil separators, etc. that are in natural gas service. (Emissions directly associated with a reciprocating or centrifugal compressor subject to 40 CFR Subpart OOOO or OOOOa, such as rod packing or bearing seal leakage, or blowdown of the compressor, or leakage or venting through the compressor blowdown valve, are excluded from this source description.)
