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Proposed MGP 7.3 is for facilities (non-Title V and TV) that do not wish to have ton per year limits in their storage pile permit. Existing GPs 7.1 and 7.2 will still contain ton/yr limits (voluntary) if a facility wishes to clarify their enforceable potential to emit (PTE) in the permit.   The following are potential facility storage pile emissions and actual facility storage pile acreage that each MGP is based on:

· Changes to Chapter 17 limits and citations:  GPs no longer contain the phrase ‘(applicable only if this emissions unit is located in an area identified in Appendix A of OAC rule 3745-17-08’) for OAC rule 3745-17-07 (B).  The corresponding VE limit of ‘No visible PE except for 13 minutes during any 60 minute period’ is now specified in the emission limits table for 17-07(B).

· The largest change to the new GPs for Material Storage Piles is Best Available Technology (BAT).  The Qualifying Criteria for GPs 7.1, 7.2, and 7.3 now ask if the sources at the facility were installed or modified after August 3, 2009.  GPs 7.1 and 7.2 will no longer have annual PE and PM10 limitations cited under BAT (OAC rule 3745-31-05(A)(3)).   They will be a voluntary limit cited under OAC rule 3745-31-05 (F).  GPs 7.1 and 7.2 will also no longer have the VE limitation cited under BAT (OAC) rule 3745-31-05 (A)(3).  For all storage pile GPs, OAC rule 3745-31-05 (A)(3) now states “Develop and implement a site-specific work practice plan designed as described in paragraph d)(x) below to minimize or eliminate fugitive dust emissions.’  Title V and non-Title V facilities will now need to develop a work practice plan as a requirement of GPs 7.1, 7.2, and 7.3
