1. This site-specific work practice plan (WPP) was developed to meet the requirements of the Ohio General Air Permit 5.1 (GP 5.1) issued to the above-named facility for unpaved roadways and parking areas.  This plan does not apply to those roads operated and / or maintained by other entities.  Revisions to GP 5.1 may require revisions to this plan.

2. GP 5.1 cites Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) rule 3745-31-05(A)(3), and requires that the permittee “develop and implement a site-specific work practice plan designed as described in paragraph d)(1) below to minimize or eliminate fugitive dust emissions.”

3. GP 5.1 also cites OAC rules 3745-17-07(B)(5) and 17-08(B), which apply only in areas covered by Appendix A of OAC rule 3745-17-08.  There [are no/are] listed Appendix A areas in [NAME(S) OF COUNTY] County. 

3.1.  The control measures, inspection, and recordkeeping in this WPP include compliance with the control measures required in OAC 3745-17-07(B)(5) and 17-08(B).  

3.2. Adherence to the WPP will ensure compliance with these rule requirements. No additional actions other than compliance with WPP are considered necessary.

4. This WPP contains the following required elements as outlined in GP 5.1

4.1. An identification of each segment of roadway or parking area for which the plan applies.

4.1.1. This plan applies to the unpaved roadways and parking areas for the above-identified [name of roadway segment], which includes [description of roadway segment].

4.2. A determination of the frequency that each roadway or parking area will be inspected to determine if additional control measures are needed.

4.2.1. Inspections will be performed on a daily basis by [NAME OF COMPANY] employees

4.2.2. If at any time visible emissions of fugitive dust are determined to be insufficiently minimized or eliminated, additional control measures will be implemented in a timely manner by [NAME OF COMPANY] employees or contractors.

4.3. Inspection and control measure exceptions.

4.3.1. Inspections are not needed for unpaved roadways and parking areas that are covered with snow and / or ice, or if precipitation has occurred that day sufficient to meet the applicable requirements in this WPP and GP 5.1.

4.3.2. Any implemented control measure that may result in unsafe or hazardous driving conditions will be suspended immediately at the discretion of any [NAME OF COMPANY] employee or contractor.

5. Identification of the recordkeeping form that will be used to track the inspection and treatment of the roadways, and description of minimum WPP record elements.

5.1. Daily inspection records of the above-identified site will incorporate the following WPP data elements required by GP 5.1:

5.1.1. Identification of the site lease road and well pad area to be inspected for visible emissions of fugitive dust.

5.1.2. The date of each inspection.

5.1.3. Either the name of the inspecting employee or an individual that can verify that the inspection was performed.

5.1.4. The results of the inspection (visible emissions of fugitive dust were or were not sufficiently minimized or eliminated).

5.1.5. If additional measures to minimize or eliminate visible emissions of fugitive dust were determined unnecessary, a description of why additional measures were not needed.


5.1.6. If additional measures to minimize or eliminate visible emissions of fugitive dust were determined necessary, a description of the additional measures utilized to minimize or eliminate visible emissions of fugitive dust, and the date these additional measures were implemented or applied.

5.1.7. The name of the individual or company contracted to implement additional measures to minimize or eliminate visible emissions of fugitive dust, or the name of an individual or company representative that can verify that such measures were taken.
