2009 Water Resource Restoration Sponsor Program (WRRSP)

Instructions for Sponsorships
For WRRSP projects, shown on the Draft 2009 WPCLF Program Management Plan as fundable or contingency projects, to be retained for funding consideration in 2009, they must have identified sponsors, and Ohio EPA must have received joint letters of intent from WRRSP project sponsors and implementers no later than Monday, January 5, 2009.
Only entities with construction loan projects shown as fundable in the 2009 Intended Projects List (IPL) may sponsor WRRSP projects.

Only WRRSP projects listed as eligible (funding or contingency) projects on the 2009 WRRSP Intended Projects List (IPL) may be sponsored.

A Letter of Intent, following the form letter available on the Division of Environmental and Financial Assistance (DEFA) web site http://www.epa.state.oh.us/defa/2009_wrrsp-intentltr.doc must be completed, signed by the sponsor and implementer, and submitted to Ohio EPA no later than Monday, January 5, 2009.

After submitting the Letter of Intent, a resolution must be passed by the governing board of the sponsoring entity and submitted to Ohio EPA by the February 1, 2009, committing to sponsor the WRRSP project for an amount up to the amount shown on the WRRSP IPL.  Only WRRSP projects for which resolutions are received by that date will be funded. Executed sponsorship agreements between the WRRSP sponsor and implementer must be received no later than 90 days before loan award.  An example sponsorship agreement is available on the DEFA web site.
