. All lann areas to receive a minimum 2" topsoil; all planting areas

to recelve a minimum 6" topsoil.

Planting bed preparation: Loosen existing solil; add topsoil in

sufficlent quantity to raise bed 4-5" dbove finished lann grade.

Provide posltive drainage anay from all bulldings and around or
anay from planting beds to prevent ponding of water. Do not

raise bed grades, finished grades, or mulch above finished floor
elevations.

On-site stockplled topsoll may be vsed If It meets the same
requirements as Imported topsoll (see definition below). If the
quality or quantlty of on-site topsoll stockplled Is Insufficlent to
complete the work, provide Imported topsoll.

Imported topsoil:

Contractor to obtain rights and pay all costs for imported topsoll
material. Topsoil shall meet the folloning requirements:

a. Shall be free from admixture of subsoll, heawy clay, coarse
sand, stone, plants, roots, sticks, and other foreign material.

b. Shall be classified In the "Loam" portion of the US.D.A. Soll
Textural Triangle. For topsoil to be classified as "Loam",
that fraction passing through a #1O sieve shall meet the
following mechanical analysis:

(1) & to 25% clay (less than ©.002 mm particle size).

c. Contain neither less than 8%, nor more than 20%, organic
matter as determined by loss on Ignition of samples
oven-dried to constant weight at 212 degrees F.

d. Have a pH level of between 6.2 and 6.5.

e. All topsoll shall be screened through a |-1/4" screen.

Submit an analysis of proposed topsoll. Topsoll shall be
acceptable to Landscape Architect and Solls Testing Firm.

I3. Mulch all plantings, beds, and disturbed areas with a 3" depth of
double shredded hardwood bark.

14. All nylon roping, twine, shall be removed, prior to planting.
All non-treated burlap and/or non-rot proof burlap to be
removed from top half of rootball. All treated burlap or
polypropylene burlap to be completely removed from planting pit.

I5. Appropriate quantities of 20-10-5 Agriform solid fertilizer
tablets (or equal) to be applied to all plantings.

6. All sod shall be a mixture of disease resistant Kentucky Blvegrass
soll gronn sod. All sod shall be laid on a minimum of 2" topsoil
and soil gronn. Fertilize with a non-burning measured release
fertilizer, or rake In a light application of 12-12-12 at a rate
of Slb. per 1000 S.F. before laying sod.

I7. Seeding Mixture: Seed shall be 5 Way Blend Perennial Rye Grass,
composed of 20% Manhattan 3 Perennial Rye, 20% Affinity
Perennial Rye, 20% Monterey Perennial Rye, 20% Catalina
Perennial Rye, 20% Pennant 2 Perennial Rye.

1&. All areas to be seeded or sodded are to be free from needs
and rocks 3/4"? or larger. All seeded areas are to be covered
with a | |-1/2" thick non-compacted layer of straw.

9. Grading: The Onner will provide a finished grade within 3" of
final grade.
