        Detention Basin Violations
Dear Mr. Rini:
Two storm water detention basins were constructed with the Kindercare Learning Center to protect the properties downstream of the site from flooding by restricting the amount of storm water released from the Kindercare site.  An increased volume of storm water is generated by impervious areas such as roadways, buildings, drives, etc.  Two dry detention basins which store the storm water temporarily and allow a slower release from the site were built on the Rini Realty Company property.  
An inspection by the City of North Ridgeville Engineering Department has revealed that the following maintenance and construction items need to be completed:

1. Complete construction of the basin outlet structures—the permanent perforated six-inch riser pipes with one-inch diameter orifice as shown on sheet C-502D of the approved construction plans (copy enclosed) need to be added to each of the basin outlet structures.  The purpose of the riser pipes is to provide small diameter orifices to slow the release of storm water in order to allow sediment to settle out of the water before it flows downstream.  These riser structures are required by City of North Ridgeville Codified Ordinance 1056 and by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency.
2. A review of the plans and a field inspection has indicated that the basins were designed to be dry basins that outlet into the Lear Rd. roadside ditch, but the flow line of the ditch is approximately two feet higher than the basin outlets.  There is at least one foot of standing water in the basins (see enclosed photographs).  Therefore, it will be necessary to alter the basin design or have the roadside ditch cleaned (at your expense).  If you should decide to alter the design of the basins, revised plans prepared by a registered professional engineer will need to be submitted to the Engineering Department for review.
3. Due to the situation referred to in number 2), above, the basin outlet pipes and outlet structures need to be cleaned to have the soil sediment removed.
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4. Fill in the animal burrows on the banks of the basins.  Seed and mulch filled area.
The City of North Ridgeville is requiring a schedule of resolution of these violations on or before January 11, 2010.  Failure to complete these minimum requirements may result in further actions and penalties as outlined in 1056.08.  Thank you for your cooperation in this matter.
