Re:  Stonebriar Subdivision Retention Basins
Dear Mr. Stephenson and Mr. Barnett:
Two storm water retention basins were constructed in Stonebriar Subdivision to protect the properties downstream of the site from flooding by restricting the amount of storm water released from Stonebriar Subdivision.  An increased volume of storm water is generated by impervious areas such as roadways, houses, drives, etc.  Retention basins which store the storm water and allow a slow release from the site were built in Stonebriar Subdivision.  The basins are located in the Stonebriar Subdivision common area west of Stonebriar Lane and on the north and south sides of Phelon Ditch.  Additionally, in accordance with environmental regulations, the basins contain a provision for releasing the water at an even slower rate in order to improve water quality and allow soil sediment to settle out of the ponded water before it is released downstream.
In a letter dated November 5, 2009 you were notified that the Homeowners’ Association is responsible for the maintenance of the storm water retention basins and associated structures such as storm sewers and catch basins located in the common area. That letter also indicated that there were several maintenance items concerning the storm water basins that needed attention.
A second inspection of the retention basins was made on December 11, 2009 by the City of North Ridgeville Engineering Department.  This inspection indicated that the following maintenance items still need to be completed:

1. Bare spots on the embankment of the north pond need to be seeded.

2. The orifice openings in the outlet structure manhole standpipes of both basins need to be cleaned.

3. The outlet from the north pond to Phelon Ditch is obstructed and needs to be cleaned.
Please note that if the basin outlets become obstructed, storm water may back up in the basin during severe storms causing backups in storm sewers and basement sump pump drain lines.
Copies of the inspection report and photographs are enclosed for your use.  The City of North Ridgeville is requiring a letter of response and resolution of these issues on or before January 10, 2010.  Failure to correct the problems outlined in this letter may result in further actions or penalties as described in the City of North Ridgeville Codified Ordinance 1056.08.
