Ohio EPA Director Issues 
Final Findings and Orders for
Green I Landfill, Green Township, Hocking County, Ohio  

On November 9, 2015, the Director of Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) issued as a final action Director’s Final Findings and Orders (Orders) to the Goodyear Tire & Rubber Company (Goodyear) to implement Remedial Design and Remedial Action activities at the Green I Landfill site located off of Hunters Woods Road (Township Road 358), Section 36 of Green Township, Hocking County, Ohio. The Orders require Goodyear to complete the following actions: 
· Construct a composite landfill cap system that will include an impermeable flexible membrane liner, a clay liner, a drainage layer, a protective layer, a vegetative cover and passive gas venting;
· Collect and store (or treat) leachate discharging from the nine seeps at the perimeter of the landfill to prevent direct contact and discharge to surface water; 
· Develop a long-term operation and maintenance plan that will include periodic sampling of groundwater and inspection of the installed landfill cap and leachate collection activities; 
· Record an environmental covenant to prohibit the use of groundwater for potable or agricultural purposes and to prohibit building or placement of any permanent, occupied structures on the landfill property.
Goodyear will prepare a work plan for design and implementation of the remedial actions selected, and, upon approval by Ohio EPA, implement the work plan in a manner that will protect public health and safety, and the environment.  The Orders will also require Goodyear to pay Ohio EPA’s past and future response costs.
