Ohio Power Company (“AEP Ohio™) respectfully submits the following comments
regarding the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency’s (“Ohio EPA™) Draft Beneficiary
Mitigation Plan (“BMP™) for utilization of settlement funds allocated to the State of Ohio in the
settlement of the /n re Volkswagen “Clean Diesel” Marketing, Sales Practices, and Products
Liability Litigation,N.D. Cal. Case No. 3:15-md-2672-CRB.

As an Ohio utility providing electric service to nearly 1.5 million customers in nearly
1,000 communities located in 61 of the state’s 88 counties, including 8 of the 26 counties Ohio
EPA has identified as possible priority counties, AEP Ohio appreciates the opportunity to
provide feedback regarding the BMP. AEP Ohio supports the state’s overall goals for the use of
the BMP funds and applauds Ohio’s plan to use the fund to support projects that will expedite
deployment and widespread adoption of zero-emission vehicles and engines. AEP Ohio offers
the following comments regarding the BMP, which are largely intended to suggest enhancements
to Ohio EPA’s plan and maximize the benefits of BMP-funded investments in fleet vehicles,
equipment, and infrastructure projects throughout the state.

Fleet and Equipment Projects

AEP Ohio supports Ohio EPA’s proposed funding for on-road fleet and equipment
projects to protect some of our most vulnerable populations — children and low-income
individuals and families. In particular, AEP Ohio believes that the replacement of diesel school
and public transit buses with zero emissions electric vehicles is the most efficient and cost-
effective use of the BMP funds in this category.

The State of Ohio is uniquely situated to leverage existing programs and initiatives to
complement BMP-funded EV projects. In December 2015, the United States Department of



Transportation (*DOT”) announced a federal grant, the “Smart City Challenge.” to award $40
million to a single U.S. city to implement new technologies and innovative techniques to
improve its transportation system.' In addition to the $40 million in federal funding, Vulcan,
Inc. pledged an additional $ 10 million in funding to support decarbonization efforts by the
selected city. Out of 78 applications from cities wishing to participate in the Smart City
Challenge, DOT awarded the grant funding to Columbus, Ohio and the surrounding area in mid-
2016.2 Columbus’s winning initiative is referred to as “Smart Columbus.” As explained by
DOT, the goals of Columbus’s winning Smart City proposal are to “demonstrate how advanced
data and intelligent transportation systems (ITS) technologies and applications can be used to
reduce congestion, keep travelers safe, use energy more efficiently, respond to climate change,
both connect and create opportunities for underserved communities, and support economic
vitality.” The Smart Columbus program is also intended to “provide safety improvements,
enhance mobility, increase ladders of opportunity by incentivizing reinvestment in underserved
communities, reduce energy usage, and address climate change.”

AEP Ohio’s role in the Smart Columbus project is to support “[d]ecarbonization of power
supply and deployment of electric vehicles and other carbon emission reduction strategies.” To
fulfill that role, AEP Ohio and several other stakeholders representing a diverse range of interests
have sought regulatory approval from the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (“PUCO”) for
AEP Ohio to install technology that furthers Smart Columbus’s goals through a Joint Stipulation
and Recommendation filed in PUCO Case No. 16-1852-EL-SSO, e/ al. That proposal, which is
currently pending before the PUCO, includes a $10 million rebate incentive program for the
hardware. network services, and installation of charging infrastructure for up to 300 Level 2
charging stations and 75 DC Fast charging stations, and related research and development.® At
least 10% of the charging stations included in the EV rebate program will be installed in low-
income geographic areas.’ Five of the seven counties included in the Smart Columbus initiative,
and which would be eligible locations to site EV charging stations that could benefit from AEP
Ohio’s EV rebate program (Delaware, Fairfield, Franklin, Licking and Madison), have also been
identified as possible first priority counties for BMP projects.

AEP Ohio believes that Ohio EPA should reconsider its stated intention not to utilize
BMP funds for fleet-specific charging infrastructure (for both on-road and non-road/off-road

fleet and equipment projects).® AEP Ohio is concerned that the unavailability of BMP funding
for fleet charging infrastructure could make necessary and prudent investment in EV fleets cost
prohibitive for certain fleet owners, whether non-government entities (such as transit agencies)
or government entities in low-income areas.

Whether or not fleet charging infrastructure projects are eligible for BMP funding,
however, AEP Ohio’s proposed EV rebate program presents a valuable opportunity to marry EV
infrastructure investment with EV school and transit bus funding in central Ohio, thus ensuring
that “adequate charging ogportunities will be available on site or nearby” for electric buses
eligible for BMP funding.” The opportunities for coordination between programs are numerous.
For instance, coordination between programs could facilitate the siting of infrastructure through
the AEP Ohio EV rebate program to charge a fleet of BMP-funded EV school buses to serve a
school district in a low-income geographic area. Given the cost of EV buses and charging
infrastructure, AEP Ohio suggests that the most cost-effective, efficient, and meaningful way to
conduct a pilot demonstration regarding the viability of battery-electric school bus technology'®
is to deploy a fleet of several EV school buses within one or more smaller school districts.
Deploying groups of buses, rather than one bus each to several districts, will maximize the
utilization of charging infrastructure installed solely to support EV school buses and help to
ensure that the data obtained through the pilot is uniform and can be meaningfully evaluated and
utilized. Similarly, coordination between programs could facilitate the robust deployment of
zero emissions public transportation in and around the Columbus metropolitan area.

In summary, Ohio EPA should look for opportunities to utilize BMP funding to support
programs that will leverage and complement existing and planned EV infrastructure programs,
including the Smart City initiative. Partnering BMP-funded fleet deployments with
infrastructure programs funded through other grants and programs will ensure that BMP funds
meet each of Ohio’s stated overall goals for the Volkswagen settlement proceeds. !

Infrastructure Projects

AEP Ohio is very supportive of Ohio EPA’s proposal to allocate the maximum
percentage of BMP funds allowable (15%) for zero emissions vehicle supply equipment and
submits that all or a majority of such funding should be allocated toward EV charging
infrastructure. Of the eligible mitigation actions set forth in the Volkswagen settlement, this
action alone provides the greatest direct benefit to individual consumers and should be funded to
the maximum extent possible. AEP Ohio also strongly urges that EV charging infrastructure
projects requesting BMP funds receive priority consideration in order to facilitate the continued
and robust development of an EV network in the State of Ohio, encourage properly placed urban
DC Fast chargers that will support multi-unit dwelling residents and the development of zero-

emission shared mobility organizations that will realize greater cost savings due to increased EV
miles driven, and promote intrastate and regional EV travel.

AEP Ohio stands ready and willing to collaborate with EV infrastructure project
sponsors, owners, and operators to ensure that BMP-funds are invested to maximize air quality,
EV deployment, and economic development benefits. In order to maximize EV infrastructure
deployment, avoid duplication or oversaturation of EV charging stations in a particular area, and
manage impacts to the electrical grid, AEP Ohio requests that Ohio EPA condition funding for
EV charging infrastructure projects on a project sponsor’s commitment to notify and collaborate
with the electric distribution utility in whose certified territory EV charging infrastructure would
be located. In order to maximize the benefits associated with EV infrastructure deployment over
the long term, Ohio EPA should also condition BMP funding for an infrastructure project on the
installed infrastructure being networked charging infrastructure that is demand-response capable,
supports open charging standards or protocols, and meets industry interoperability standards.

AEP Ohio agrees with and supports Ohio EPA’s recognition of priority corridors,
including 1-270, I-70, and I-71, in and around major metropolitan areas.'” The placement of
corridor charging plays an important role in the adoption of EVs in metropolitan areas and also
advances Ohio EPA’s goal to invest BMP funds to improve air quality in those areas of the state
where it is the poorest. To promote adoption of EVs not only within Ohio but throughout the
region and country, a robust network of DC Fast chargers should exist not only along main
highway corridors, but also secondary highways corridors. In addition to the proposed
alternative fuel corridors Ohio EPA has already identified,' priority should also be given to
siting charging infrastructure along I-75 north of Miami County to the state line, I-70 east of
Columbus to the state line, and I-77 between I-70 and I-80. Investing in charging infrastructure
only in or adjacent to identified priority counties is not likely to meaningfully encourage EV
adoption or reduce motor vehicle emissions. Given the high level of regional travel from or
through Ohio to other parts of the Midwest, investment in a comprehensive network of DC Fast
chargers is necessary to eliminate range anxiety for EV drivers. Investment along secondary
corridors such as U.S. Routes 23 and 33 should also be considered, not only for the reasons
above but also to address socioeconomic disparities in more rural communities and support EV
adoption in southern and southeastern Ohio.

Cost Sharing

Finally, AEP Ohio would suggest that the final BMP take a more flexible approach to
cost sharing for funded projects. Although requiring a cost-share of at least 25 percent may be
appropriate in some circumstances,'* such as where the project is funded by a non-government
entity, that level of required contribution may make projects cost prohibitive for government
entities and schools in low-income areas. AEP Ohio recommends that the final cost-sharing

mechanism apply a needs-based approach in such circumstances.

In closing, AEP Ohio supports and appreciates the opportunity to provide feedback
regarding Ohio EPA’s draft BMP, which overall advances the state’s goals with regard to the use
of BMP funding. As set forth above, AEP Ohio encourages the state to utilize BMP funds to
accelerate a larger-scale market transition towards zero emissions vehicles and equipment, with
primary focuses on EV fleet vehicle investments and wide scale long-range charging
infrastructure deployment. Ohio should use this opportunity to leverage existing and proposed
investments by the electric industry to create a more reliable and robust long-range charging
network to support economic development, at-risk and low-income populations, industry, and
travel within the state.
